The various electronic
components used in the vehicle, such as the Electronic Speed Control (ESC), servo(s)
and receiver are waterproof, however, most of the mechanical components are
water-resistant and should not be submerged.

1. Push the lock on the spare tire forward and lift the spare tire to release it from

3. Install two fully charged 3S batteries in the battery tray, and secure the
batteries with the hook and loop straps.
4. Connect the batteries to the IC5 ESC power lead connectors.

5. Lower the body until it latches securely.

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DESCRIPTIONS

1. Running Mode

- Forward Only with Brake: Intended for competition use, this mode allows
only forward and brake controls.

- Forward/Reverse with Brake: This mode is the basic all-around mode,
allowing forward, reverse and brake controls. To engage reverse while
moving forward, apply the brake until the vehicle has come to a complete
stop, release brake, then apply the brake again. While braking or in reverse,
engaging the throttle will result in the vehicle immediately accelerating
forward.

Likewise, a pinion gear with more teeth will reduce torque and increase
top speed. Care should be taken when installing larger pinion gears as this can
"overgear" the vehicle, resulting in overheating of the motor and ESC. When
testing different gearing options, pay close attention to the temperature of the
motor and speed control to ensure you are operating within the temperature range
of the components. The motor or ESC should never be so hot that it cannot be
touched. If temperatures are too hot, a different gearing combination with a lower
pinion gear and/or higher spur gear is suggested.

CHANGING THE PINION GEAR/GEAR RATIO

1. Loosen the two screws holding the motor in place, loosen the pinion gear set
screw and remove the pinion gear.

2. Remove the motor mounting screws to remove the motor, or adjust the motor
to the location for the corresponding pinion gear.

3. Install the new pinion gear on your motor. Place the pinion gear on the end of
the motor shaft so that it lines up flush with the spur gear and the set screw is
located over the flat on the shaft.

4. Tighten the pinion gear on the motor shaft and tighten motor mounting
screws after ensuring proper gear mesh.

RUN TIME

The largest factor in run time is the capacity of the battery pack. A larger mAh
rating increases the amount of run time experienced.

The condition of a battery pack is also an important factor in both run time and
speed.

The battery connectors may become hot during driving. Batteries will lose
performance and capacity over time.

Driving the vehicle from a stop to full speed repeatedly will damage the batteries
and electronics over time. Sudden acceleration will also lead to shorter run times.

TO IMPROVE RUN TIMES

e Keep your vehicle clean and well maintained.

e Allow more airflow to the ESC and motor.

e Change the gearing to a lower ratio. A lower ratio decreases the operating
temperature of the electronics. Use a smaller pinion gear or larger spur gear to
lower the gear ratio.

e Use a battery pack with a higher mAh rating.

e Use the optimum charger to charge battery packs (Visit your local hobby dealer
for more information).
